From Rabbi Holtz's Study

Dear Friends,

There's a wonderful and important concept in Judaism
called Hakarat ha-tov. The literal translation is “see the
best,” but is better translated “assume the best,”
meaning “assume the best of another person unless
proven otherwise.” There are at least two reasons we ought to practice
this attitude.

The first is that we often don’t know what's going on in someone else’s
life and we often have no idea of the true reason they are behaving a
certain way. I'm confident that you can think of examples where you
were upset with what someone did, only to later find out that their “why”
made their actions perfectly reasonable. If we start out assuming the
best, we don't have to go through the period of thinking ill of them.
Moreover, we won't have been tempted to talk to others about how
badly the person had behaved.

There is a second, sometimes longer-term reason to start by expecting
the best. | once read a fascinating study about the power our own
expectations have on the success of others. The article was titled, “Want
to make a lab rat smarter? Treat it like a smarter lab rat.” An
experimental psychologist snuck into his own lab at night, and randomly
put a label on each cage declaring the rat inside to be either
exceptionally smart or exceptionally dumb. In reality they were really all
just normal rats. The next day, he invited a bunch of researchers to take
a rat for the week, and run it through a maze to see how well it learned.
The researchers were told if they had a “smart” or “dumb” rat. The
result? Across the board, the rats who were expected to be smart did
twice as well on their maze learning than the rats labeled dumb! But
they were all just average white rats. What could account for the
startling difference in performance?

The only possible reason for the difference seems to be that they were
treated differently by their handlers. The handlers, it turns out did subtle,
unconscious things that affected the learning. For example, the ones
who thought they had a smart rat tended to treat it much more gently,
which has been shown to improve the learning performance of white

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Cantor's Notes

WICKED PURIM CONNECTIONS

The hit movie and Broadway show Wicked contains many
44 Jewish themes, some of which I've written about in the
past. There are also some eerily specific connections between Wicked and
the upcoming Jewish holiday of Purim. This is just one of the many reasons
why we're celebrating with a special presentation of TBA's original

“Detying Tragedy: A Wicked Purim Shpiel.

The Purim story, like Wicked, is one that depicts hidden identities and the
struggle between good and evil. The Megillah features many characters
whose identity, natures, or intents are hidden: Esther hides her Jewish
identity and later tricks the king into saving her people; and Haman
hatches a secret plan to annihilate the Jews. Similarly, Elphaba hides the
magical powers that she believed cursed her childhood - until she
discovers as a college student that they hold the key to fulfilling her
lifelong dream of meeting the Wizard.

In her first big song in the musical, “The Wizard and |,” Elphaba sings, “This
weird quirk I've tried to suppress or hide is a talent that could help me meet
the Wizard...if | make good.” Of course, we later learn that the Wizard has
secrets of his own. In fact, | would argue that the Wizard is the Haman of
the Wicked story. Just as Haman seeks to destroy all of the Jews in Shushan,
the Wizard suppresses animal rights in Oz by taking away their powers,
their independence, and their voices. Elphaba becomes the unsung hero in
restoring their dignity. She befriends her professor, a goat named Dr.
Dillamond, who explains in detail the struggles that many of his animal
colleagues are facing. Elphaba becomes his ally and defender. In doing so,
she herself turns into the scapegoat. Her good intentions are deemed to be
“wicked” because they threaten the Wizard's balance of power - and all of
Oz turns against her.

Elphaba was unable to predict the pushback she would receive upon
embarking on her mission to save the animals of Oz. But Esther, a Jew, had
centuries of Jewish history and persecution to prepare her to be more
calculated in her plight to protect her people. She intentionally hides her
Jewish identity from the king, winning him over with her wit and charm
before going in for the big ask. Interestingly enough, Esther’s name comes
from a Hebrew root that also means “to hide” or “to conceal” - so it makes
sense that she takes this approach to save the Jews. The fact that Esther
hides her identity is one of the reasons why it is customary to wear
costumes on Purim.

Esther is not the only hidden figure in the Megillah. The Book of Esther is
the only book in the Hebrew Bible in which God’s name never appears.
God, too, is hidden in the Purim story. This teaches us that we as humans
each have the power - just like Esther - to take our fate into our own hands

and to strategically stand up for justice with thoughtfulness and intention.

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A Letter From The President

As we head into February, | wanted to take a moment to check in and share where
things stand at Temple Beth Abraham. A lot has been happening over the past several
weeks, much of it behind the scenes, and it felt like a good time to pause and connect
the dots.

One major area of focus continues to be our rabbinic search. After many months of
thoughtful work, the search committee has completed its process and brought
forward a recommendation. The Board of Trustees has voted to approve that
recommendation, and we will be holding a special congregational meeting shortly for

: congregational ratification. | am deeply grateful to the members of the search
*’-P ‘ committee for the time, care, and seriousness they brought to this responsibility.

/ Their work reflects a deep commitment to the future of TBA and to choosing
and integrity. our next rabbi with intention

At the same time, we have been moving forward with Strengthen & Sustain. This initiative is about making
sure TBA is on solid footing as we move through a significant moment of change. To date, Strengthen &
Sustain has brought in approximately $200,000, much of which is earmarked for the endowment, and we are
grateful to all who have donated so far. That is an encouraging start. Our $3 million goal will support closing
our operational budget gap, renovating the chapel, and strengthening the endowment.

As we continue to review our finances, we are also seeing some areas of pressure. At a recent Finance
Committee meeting, we noted that our annual High Holy Day appeal has raised less than we had budgeted.
It is not too late to contribute, and | hope you will consider doing so if you are able. In addition, due to the
age of our building and recent extreme weather, the House budget has already fully allocated its repair
funds for the year. As a result, the operating gap we are working to close may be larger than previously
anticipated. | share this to be transparent about where things stand as we continue this work together in the
months ahead.

A lot of the work so far has been about getting ready for the rabbinic transition and strengthening how we
approach fundraising, so that our efforts feel thoughttul and manageable rather than rushed or confusing. It
may not always be visible, but it makes a real difference.

We are also beginning to see how this planning is turning into tangible improvements. Work has already
begun on a refresh of our social hall, motivated in part by the upcoming gala honoring Rabbi Holtz, which will
be held there (save the date: Saturday, April 25). This effort is being made possible by the generosity of
several benefactors, and the goal is a space that feels brighter, fresher, and more welcoming for all of us.
We are excited to see it taking shape.

| am also happy to share that we recently welcomed a new Facilities Manager to TBA. Christian Samuels
joined us in January, and many of you have already seen him around the building. We are fortunate to have
Christian working alongside John Johnson, our Assistant Facilities Manager, who has already become a
steady and familiar presence at TBA. Together, they help keep our building welcoming and running smoothly,
and we are grateful for their work.

On a lighter note, our new Judaica Shop is now open upstairs next to the coffee bar. Whether you are looking
for a gift, something for an upcoming occasion, or just want to browse, please stop by the next time you are
at TBA. Items can be purchased easily by QR code and picked up during regular office hours. It is a small
addition, but one we hope adds to the warmth and vibrancy of our building.

Taken together, these efforts reflect a community moving forward with care and intention. Thank you for your
patience, your trust, and your continued engagement as we navigate this important chapter together.

The takeaway is that the advanced expectations of the handlers, for good or bad, was the determining
factor in how well the rats did. Just think about all the implications of this in real life!

Think about the kid labeled early on as slow, or troubled, or whatever. That label does, subconsciously,
impact the expectations of their teachers, and perhaps even their parents, which very likely affects the
child’s development.

Think about the times we expect a hassle from a customer service rep, and perhaps our tone and our
language betray that expectation, and suddenly it comes to pass.

Hakarat ha-tov - look for, assume the best of others. Start out with the idea that they are capable, good-
hearted, smart. More often than not, they will rise to meet our expectations. And often they do so because
of our expectations and how we express them, both intentionally and subconsciously. Our sages knew this
long ago, without the benefit of lab rats! | encourage you to include “looking for the good” as part of the
way you approach the world.
